Minutes of last AGM - adopted.  Proposed as correct record by Carolyn Turner, and seconded by Kate Convery.
Chairperson’s report
Mike Donaghy introduced the forum of KHS Parent Council and outlined a successful year of activities.  The committee has subdivided into smaller action groups which have looked at specific areas agreed as useful by the full committee, notably an after school transport group and a fund-raising group.  Successes are summarised as follows:
· A transport group was established to back after school transport for pupils who want to attend clubs after school and living outside Kingussie.
· After school clubs have reported a 3 fold rise in participation as a possible result of transport provision.  The scheme collects £2 from each pupil for the transport and we received a grant applied for by Tina Gibson, Active Schools Co-ordinator.

· Through fundraising this year we sponsored the KHS Year Book, the graduation ceremony and the BBQ for the sponsored walk.

· We asked for pupil representation on the committee by inviting the school Captains and vice Captains to our meetings and plan for the Pupil Council to also have representation on the committee.

· We have applied consistent pressure on the Highland Council to address the urgent issues relating to the poor fabric of the school and the fact that the school role exceeds the accommodation provided.  The huts need replacing and the music department is not fit for purpose. This action has resulted in the windows being replaced and we are expecting modular units, similar to Grantown, to replace the huts.

· We have raised the profile of the Parent Council via the school newsletter and produced a banner which will advertise the events we run or support.
Mike thanked the committee for their hard and successful work in the year.

Treasurer’s report
Kate Convery explained the 2 accounts, one for after school transport one for other Parent Council business.  The after school transport initial monies came from a grant applied for by Tina Gibson.  The general account was funded by baking stalls and raffles.   We gave a cheque for £2000 for books for the prize giving and we donated money to the Mulosa Community Day Secondary School in Malawi.

The current office bearers indicated they were willing to stay in post for another year.
